The Committee, through its Select Subcommittee on the Weaponization of the Federal
Government, continues to examine the weaponization of the federal government to inform
potential legislative reforms.

The ATF’s regulatory overreach

The Committee, through its Subcommittee on Crime and its Subcommittee on the Administrative
State, 1s conducing oversight of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives’
effort to regulate firearms without express delegation from Congress to do so.

Politically motivated prosecutions
